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IMO to assist in X-Press Pearl incident response
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Following the sinking accident of the X-Press Pearl container vessel, IMO is
closely monitoring the situation.

To remind, the ship, carrying 25 tonnes of nitric acid and a huge amount of plastic
raw materials, was heading to Colombo from Gujarat, India, when it sank.
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In light of the situation, Kitack Lim, Secretary-General, IMO stated:

“I express my deep concern to all impacted by the incident involving the
container vessel X-PRESS PEARL, which caught fire whilst at anchor near
Colombo, Sri Lanka in May.

I wholeheartedly appreciate the efforts of the Sri Lankan and Indian authorities,
for their successful rescue of the crew, bringing them to safety. I also thank the
salvors for their efforts.

We are closely monitoring the situation as it evolves, including reports of
chemical pollution, debris coming ashore in the form of plastic pellets, and the
potential for oil pollution.

I commend the Sri Lankan and Indian authorities, including the Department of
Fisheries, the Marine Environment Protection Authority, the Navy, and the
Coast Guard, who are responding to the incident at sea and onshore”.
